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Advanced 300 Courses


Couples, who are abusive, addicted to alcohol or drugs, embroiled in affairs, or suicidally depressed may need emergency treatment as an adjunct to the Imago Process.  This course will assist you with the Imago Process with couples in crisis.

For Imago therapist who want in-depth experience with couples, from the first session through the last.  Participants will take part in role-plays that capture the 

spirit of the couples that walk into your office.  Therapists will: 1) explore multiple ways of working with couples; 2) learn how to make appropriate homework assignments; and 3) envision future sessions based on data that may surface in the session.  They will also present their own tapes and will study videos of instructors’ work with in-depth discussion and training.  Participants will leave this training with an increased proficiency in facilitating couples’ healing and growth.  Participants’ skills will be “stretched” so that they, too, feel richer in their own competency and artistry.

Anger and rage can be most destructive elements in couple interactions.  This course is designed to increase your effectiveness in facilitating the Container Exercise, the Mini-container and Container Days so that couples transform intense negative feelings into contact, connection and intimacy.  Participants are invited to bring a videotape of a container exercise (not a requirement).  This is a two-day course.

There is a growing need for follow-up therapy groups for couples.  The goal is for each
couple to practice and be coached with the skills that were introduced during the couples workshop.  While it is more affordable than therapy as an individual couple, and because all the couples are in the midst of committed couples, it is potentially more powerful and helps break through the cycle of shame many couples feel.

This highly cost-and-time-effective model requires specific leadership skills.  These will be taught and demonstrated.  It is taught experientially for Imago therapists and their partners and is limited to six couples.  During this training, therapists will experience being in an Imago group for couples as well as learn how to run it and understand its dynamics. 
Experiencing the power of couples group therapy is the best way to learn how to lead it.  Specific structures, rituals and procedures that make Imago group therapy extremely powerful will be taught.  The group will meet as a group therapy for 3 hours each morning and 3 hours each afternoon.  During the last two hours in the day, the partners can leave or stay, and the instructor(s) will present clinical and theoretical material and engage in Q & A.  The first day the instructor(s) will lead the group, and the second day the leadership will be passed around to the other Imago Therapist with supervision.  This is a two-day course.

Affairs affect over 50% of couples at some time in their relationship.  This course is designed to help the therapist understand the developmental nature of affairs and assist couples in understanding the archaic need they  are unconsciously addressing in their affairs.  Participants will learn how to work with the undisclosed affair, the ongoing affair, and the grief and rage of the “betrayed” partner.  Attention will be paid to the partner who can’t forgive and the partner who feels no remorse. This is essential learning for the clinician who wishes to stay grounded and effective while working with these difficult dilemmas.

This course will deepen your understanding of the Behavior Change Request Dialogue and the important strategy needed by the facilitator at each stage. Each stage needs to be skillfully deepened, but it is important to know what, where, and why to deepen each stage.
